Thank you for the healing and the
blessings I/we have seen and experienced today.

I/we realize that the sickness, sin and evil we encounter are more than our humanity can bear. As
we have experienced anger, discouragement, disappointment, impatience, confusion, lust, pride,
(you can include your specifics) or any other problemsin our ministry, we ask for Y our cleansing
of our temptations, healing of our wounds, and forgiveness wherever we have sinned. Replace
them with love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self control?,
faith, courage, and humility.

In the name of the true Lord Jesus Christ we command all evil spirits that have attached them-
selves to me/us or are oppressing me/us in any way to depart now and go straight to Jesus Christ.
He will deal with you as He seesfit. Y ou may not touch or harm anyone or anything on the way.
Y ou may never return and you may not send anything in your place.

Come Holy Spirit, renew me/us, fill me/us anew with Y our power, Your life, and Y our joy.
Strengthen me/us where | have felt weak and clothe me/us with Y our light. Fill me/us with Y our
life.

And Lord Jesus, please send Y our holy angels to minister to me/us and protect me/us and our
families, and to protect me/us from all sickness, harm, and accidents, and give us safe travel. We
praise Y ou now and forever, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit!
